Bruceods

We've been doing a mini -study of the different
types of psalm in that magnificent book of the
same name. We've looked at praise psalms,
testimony psalms, laments, and wisdom psalms,
among other types. This week | want us to look
at Jerusalem psalms. We know that King David
made Jerusalem his capital city, and it has never
lost its emotional impact on the Jewish
people. Many of you are aware that the Jewish
Passover feast ends each year with the words,
"Next year in Jerusalem!" The Wailing Wall is
the holiest site in Judaism, since it reminds them
of the days of Israel's great glory under David
and his son Solomon. That's one reason why it's
difficult for the diplomats to have a "calm"
discussion about Jerusalem with the Jewish
representatives, since there is that
bond, in additon to all the political
tangles. Some of the Jerusalem psalms are very
familiar --how about #122? "I was glad when
they said unto me..." This is one that many of us
learned in Sunday school and which has been
magnificently set to music by any number of
composers (my personal favorite is by Sir
Hubert Parry; it has been used for British
coronations ever since it was written, in the early
years of the 20th century; my recording of it
made in Winchester cathedral, with full
orchestra and several choirs, would curl your
hair!). Another famous one that we have
sometimes heard as a praise chorus is
#48. Likewise, we find the agonized laments
when Jerusalem was sacked by invading
armies. Check out #74 for a good example of
this. The most painful of these is #137, written
shortly after Solomon's temple had been utterly
destroyed and the Jewish people taken into exile
in Babylon. It's really grim, particularly the last
lines, but we need to remember that the cry is
for justice, not revenge. If we read the book of
the prophet Jeremiah, we find that the Jewish
people had gotten to where they viewed the
temple as sort of a good luck charm --they would
be protected, no matter how they acted --but
they found out different. We sometimes try the
same thing --our church, or our denomination, is
our "security badge" --but the fate of Solomon's
great temple reminds us that there is no
substitute for personal commitment and

emotional

obedience .  There are also some psalms that
we might call royal psalms--dealing with the
king and his doings. | mentioned Psalm 2 last
week in this connection; we might also read #45
as a good example of these. Likewise, #101,
credited to David, talks about what kind of
government he wants to have --a just one (sounds
good to me!). We also find that there is a whole
group of psalms together called "Songs of
ascents" which were often sung by pilgrims
going up to Jerusalem for the big feasts, such as
Passover. You will find these from #120 through
#134. Some psalms, like #84, combine prayers
of pilgrims with prayers for the king. You'll find
plenty of others that fit into one of these
categories; one of my favorites is #107. There
are also some psalms that we might call
historical  psalms--they trace the history of
Israel. Perhaps the best examples of these are
#105 and #106, but also #78 and #89. Now,
those of you who don't like history (an idea
which horrifies me, since my PhD is in church
history!) may wonder why those psalms are
there. Let's remember the words of the 18th -
century politician Edmund Burke: "The
government that does not learn the lessons of the
past is doomed to relearn them in the
future." Substitute "people” for "government,”
and you'll understand the rationale of these
psalms! More next week!
