This week, as we finish up our mini -study of
the book of PSALMS, | want to add a few
personal comments on the book. 1) To me,
one of the most important is #77. If you read
it, you'll find that it starts out (as my mother
used to say) "low downer'n a mole." But
halfway through, the psalmist says, "I will
REMEMBER..." and the whole tone of the
psalm changes after that. We underestimate
the power of memory in our spiritual life.
When things get rough, we tend to panic and
through in the towel at once. We need to
stop and think back to when things were
rough before --and REMEMBER how God
brought us through! This reminds us that we
can be terribly short -sighted in our
perspective on things. If we pick up a dime
(our smallest -sized coin) and hold it right in
front of our eye (closing the other eye), that
dime is all we can see; but when we hold it
out at full arm's length, we can see
everything els --and that dime looks pretty
tiny! The same is true with our spiritual life.
When things are rough, lets REMEMBER
how God has dealt with us previously, and
after a bit of recall, that problem we're
facing won't look nearly as big. 2) Another
thing | have noticed is that the only psalm
that finishes on a gloomy note is #38
(although #143 gets close!). All of the others
end on a positive note --even the ones that
start out with the psalmist feeling like the
world is piled on top of him. That's a
reminder that we can trust God for POSITIVE
things. Some people talk about "God's will"
like it was a combination of vinegar, alum,
and sulfuric acid! The psalms remind us that
it's something wonderful and joyous. 3) The
psalm writers believed in "letting it all hang
out,” as our common saying is. I've touched
on this previously, but | find it really
important to verbalize our negative feelings
(about ANYTHING!). Some say, "Why?
Doesn't God already know?" Absolutely!
But venting our anguish cleans US out and
serves a very important cathartic function.
Have you ever got a cut that scabbed over
too soon? You know that infection can start
building under that scab, and when the scab

comes off and you can clean out the mess,
you know how much better it's going to feel.
Well, that's the way it is with us and our
feelings. Not acknowledging our feelings
won't help anything. You might say, "But
we're not supposed to feel that way," but we
DO! We need to get those "infectious"
negative feelings out in the open so that God
can "disinfect" us --and believe me, we'll feel
300% (at least) better! You might be startled
if you eavesdropped on my prayer life
sometimes. We can afford to be BLUNT with
God--He's big enough to handle our pain,
and the psalms remind us of this. | repeat,
this is an incredibly valuable book; if you
haven't discovered that yet, start now! Next
week: a new study. I'm not sure yet what it'll
be. Any suggestions! Let me have them!
